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OCMA'’s 31st Annual Meeting Now History

The 31st OCMA Annual Meeting (August 11th) began with the OCMA/Ed Shaffer Memorial Golf Outing at
Bent Tree Golf Club and Conference Center. Nineteen golfers participated in the program Winners in-
cluded: (1) Closest to the Pin - Andy Shaffer; (2) Longest Drive #6 - Ken Wade; (3) Longest Drive #9 -
Dean DiCarlo; (4) Longest Drive #11 - Andy Shaffer; (5) Longest Drive # 13—John Schultz and (6) Longest

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Following the golf outing, members and guests met for a cerebral “Industry Update” that included such top-
ics as (1) “Statewide Smoking Restrictions, (2) “Games of Skill—Legal or Illegal in Ohio?”, and (3) Expanded
Gaming in Ohio—Slot Machines in Bars or Just in Racetracks?’. The session was filled with lively discussion
with speculation on the future of Ohio’s coin amusement machine industry.

After a short break, OCMA President Sean Richards called the annual meeting to order and welcomed mem-
bers and guests. He gave special recognition to (1) Pyramid Technologies, Inc., represented by Ted Furkin,
(2) E-Cast, Inc. (represented by Bill Imber and Bob Cooney), Rock-Ola Manufacturing (represented by
John Schultz), and Rowe Int’l (represented by Richard Gershman).

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“Smoking” News

OHIO

Brunswick— City Council is considering legisla-
tion that would declare all city-owned facilities
non-smoking workplace environments. Further,
city employees would no longer be allowed to
smoke in highly visible locations outside of city-
owned building. In the police department, two
cruisers will be designated as smoking vehicles.
If any officers want to smoke while on duty,
they have to use one of those vehicles or they
can't smoke while on duty. If any officers, as
well as other city employees, who smoke have
to ride in vehicles with other city employees
they have to get permission from all other non-
smokers in the vehicle before they can light up.

Columbus—Six months after Columbus’ indoor
smoking ban went into effect, only one restau-
rant has reported closing because it lost smok-
ing patrons according to members of BarPAC.
(The restaurant has since reopened with a
smaller staff.) Other bars have added patios to
cater to smokers. Many bar owners remain
concerned about what will happen when winter
comes.

Grandview Heights—City Council has agreed
to place a referendum on the city’'s smoking
ban ordinance on the Nov. 8 ballot.

Grove City—City Council has approved a
smoking ban that exempts existing businesses
if they cater to patrons only 18 years and older.
The ordinance requires businesses that qualify
for an exemption to apply for an annual $20
permit. But, if ownership changes hands, the
business must become non-smoking. The same
would go for any new business that is estab-
lished after the legislation takes effect in 30
days.

Minnesota

Hennepin County—The county has been un-
der pressure to scale back the smoking ban put
into effect only four months ago. The ban in
affect covers nearly all establishments, includ-
ing traditional bars. Over 100 smoking ban op-
ponents held signs and applauded as commis-
sioners voted overwhelmingly to undertake a
study of the ban’s economic impact. Bar own-
ers have complained of business being down as
much as 40 percent.

Previous proponents of the measure are now
saying the ordinance “goes to far” and that
something has to be done for the bar owners.

It appears this may signal the first significant

backlash to the wave of smoking bans adopted
last year by metro area governments, including
Minneapolis, Ramsey County and Bloomington.

HAPPENINGS ELSEWHERE

[ llinois—Liquor Control Commission inspectors are
writing tickets for amusement games that do not have
their licenses securely affixed to the games.

Minnesota— egislative changes to the Minnesota
Gaming Act permit the UltraCade Technologies game
Breeders’ Cup—Tournament Edition to be legally
operated throughout the state. The game has been cer-
tified by Gaming Laboratories International as a “game
of skill”.

The game does not offer any way for a player to win
extra credit or place bets on races. No prizes are given
by the machine.

The new legislation allows for the immediate installation
and operation of horse racing games as long as they
meet the criteria of the law. The specific language in
the Minnesota Gaming Act was modified to state: "A
video game that simulates horse racing and does not
involve a prize payout is not an illegal video game of
chance.”

Washington, DC—Senator dinton has announced
that she will introduce legislation that would impose a
$5,000 fine on retailers who sell video games containing
pornographic or “outrageously violent” materials to mi-
nors.

She has also called on the Federal Trade Commission to
investigate the home video game industry’s latest scan-
dal regarding “Grand Theft Auto: San Andreas” in which,
according to reports, players can unlock the hidden X-
rated pornographic sex scenes with a downloadable key,
provided by a third party.

AMOA—Noting vague and conflicting statements by the
Performing Rights Organizations as to the legality of
“iPod Nights”, AMOA has retained attorney Wayne Rooks
of Serling, Rooks and Ferrara (New York, NY), a firm ex-
perienced in the field of intellectual property issues.
According to AMOA Exec. VP Jack Kelleher, Rooks will
give them input and guidance on the legal status of pub-
lic performance of “iPods”, and, to a lesser extent, other
digital media and related licensing issues. “What mem-
bers need is clarity on this issue”, according to Kelleher.
