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Affordable Healthcare I nsurance

As we all know, the cost of providing healthcare insurance continues to spiral out of control. A
recent study by the nationally-renowned Millman, Inc., noted a typical family of four will gener-
ate over $12,000 in physician, hospital and prescription drug bills per year.

With healthcare costs this high, it is easy to understand that health insurance premiums for a
family now often exceed $1,000 per month. With these premiums becoming so expensive, it is
no wonder that small business owners are struggling to provide health insurance for either
themselves, their families and/or their employees.

Today, the logical solution for many of you is to offer limited benefit programs. Once shunned
because they were considered inadequate, many of you are now beginning to take a closer
look at these programs - and so are health insurance companies. For example, a typical plan
has (1) a cap on doctor visits and lab and x-rays, (i.e., $50 per visit) with a limited number of
visits per year, (2) accident coverage, (3) a per day hospital benefit, (4) limited surgical bene-
fits, and (5) discounts on prescription drugs. The cost of such a plan ranges from $50 for a
single person to $120 for a family per month. The thought today is that limited benefits are a
much better alternative than no coverage. If properly explained, these programs provide sev-
eral useful benefits that can help pay for many of the day to day services that are utilized by
most of us. The theory behind these “mini-medical” plans is that if insurance companies are
not obligated to pay for the catastrophic claims, they can begin to price benefits in the afford-
able range again. Aetna and Nationwide insurance companies got into the market last year and
United Healthcare has just introduced their limited coverage program for Ohio.

Where are these plans most often utilized? If you can’t afford traditional coverage, but want to
do something for yourself, your family, and/or your employees, you may want to consider this
alternative plan. Also, by offering a limited plan with these useable and practical benefits, you
may be able to more easily recruit and/or retain employees who want some protection for
themselves or their dependents.

However, with
hard work from your Officers, Directors, staff and EACH and every one of YOU, we can overcome these
obstacles and succeed in this current turbulent economic, political and regulatory environment.

As we prepare for OCMA's 32" Annual Meeting on June 15", it is important for you to continue to
be aware of the many changes that may affect the coin machine industry. This will be the last newslet-
ter that you will receive before the Annual Meeting. Mark your calendar to attend this important event
because (we guarantee) the NEWS will be different. Also, since a more up-to-date report will be avail-
able ONLY at the Annual Meeting, it is in your own best interest to be personally present on June 15™.

Statewide Smoking Ballot Proposal - Attorney General Jm Petro approved the proposed ballot lan-
guage for an initiated constitutional amendment seeking a “reasonable smoking policy” in the state
of Ohio. This is the first step in our attempts, with our Hospitality Coalition partners, to give Ohio vot-
ers a real choice in November about our state’s smoking policy. The next step is to gather enough
valid signatures to actually be on the ballot! This is how YOU can help: We have included information
that explains how you (and anyone you know who qualifies) can be an official “Petition Circulator” on
May 2", Petition Circulators will earn $1.50 per valid signature! We need as many people as
possible, so this is a great way for your employees, family members, friends, etc to earn some extra
money and help with a very important issue. Training will be conducted the weekend of April 29", so
please contact the petition circulator coordinator, as listed on the bottom of the flyer. Our goal is to
have 1,250 circulators at the polls on May 2". We currently have 750 - we know OCMA members, em-
ployees, family and friends can “put us over the top”. Our other important goal is to secure 100,000
valid signatures on May 2" - so, as you can see, circulators are very important. Again, please get the
word out that we need circulators. Your participation is greatly appreciated!

Skill Games - The Ohio Liquor Commission recently made the following ruling on a piece of equip-
ment, "Tic Tac Fruit": In Violation - No Penalty. The manufacturer of this machine plans to ap-
peal this ruling. We can only assume the following: Technically, the machine may be illegal. If used,
there may not be a penalty in the future. Also, the statewide injunction is still in place that prevents the
enforcement arm of the Liquor Commission (Dept. of Public Safety) from seizing the machine. How-
ever, this does NOT mean that local law enforcement officials can NOT seize the machine. Local law
enforcement still can cite and seize machines. We continue to field countless phone calls concerning
this issue and will continue to answer your concerns to the best of our ability. When ANY breaking
news occurs, we will notify you!

Finally, OCMA’s 17" Annual Dart Tournament was a great success (see related story). The next newslet-
ter will include a full story on OCMA’s 25™ Anniversary Pool Tournament.
